Hi folks,  

The last few weeks have brought out the best in our community, including 

our school community. Neighbourliness, generosity, going the extra mile ï all 

expressed in such tangible ways in the aftermath of the physical, emotional 

and social upheavals we have all experienced. Since school reopened last 

week we have become even more acutely aware of the effects that the 

quakes have had on a good portion of our school community. At this stage 

we have seven families, including a member of staff, who have completely 

lost their homes. A further half dozen are working with authorities on what 

might happen in terms of their properties, not to mention the many who are 

still lodging claims, helping family, friends, neighbours and church folk and 

praying.  

While the earth has been rumbling, work 

around our school has not ceased. A new 

veranda for outside Rooms 2 and 3 is 

nearly completed, the proprietors have 

commissioned landscaping plans for all 

the grounds, and stage 1 of a PTA funded 

fitness trail and middle school playground 

is about to commence in October. The 

largest development, however, is the de-

velopment of sports facilities located at 

the rear of the schoolôs 4.2 hectare prop-

erty. Alongside the schoolôs beach volleyball courts construction of two per-

manent cricket nets and two hard courts has been underway since the first 

day of spring with a planned completion 

by the end of the month. This is the first 

of two stages that will eventually see 

four hard courts in place to be used for a 

variety of sports including netball, bas-

ketball, tennis, and hockey. The first 

stage of the fitness trail will be situated 

between the poplar - lined boundary and 

the courts and on the other side will be 

marked out athletics activities including 

a 400m running track.
